Ch 2, pull up a loop, yo, pull up a loop, yo pull through both loops on hook 

Pattern
31 fsc

Row 1: ch 1 sc in same stitch, * dc in next stitch, sc in next stitch * across to last stitch, dc in last 
stitch 

Row 2: ch 2, dc in same stitch, *sc in next stitch, dc in next stitch * rep across

Row 3 - 6 : repeat row 1

Row 7 - 8: change to white

Row 9 - 30: repeat rows 1 - 7. 5 rows green, 2 rows white. 

Shoulders
Row 31: ch 1, sc in same stitch, * dc in next stitch,  sc in next stitch * for 10 stitches 

Row 32 - 37 : repeat row 30

For 2nd shoulder
Starting in the opposite corner, repeat row 30 - 36 of the other shoulder. 

Finishing



With white, join in a corner with a sl st, ch 1, sc, sc in each stitch to the corner.  

To create the tie, ch 50, sl st in 2nd ch from hook and each ch.  Sc in corner, sc in end of each 
row.  

Create a 2nd tie in the same manner as the first.

Sc in each end of row and stitch, join with sl st to beginning sc.

1 skein Lily Sugar'n Cream Yellow

2 rows & 1 V stitch = 1"

11 x 13

Abbreviations 
ch  chain
sl st slip stitch
dc double crochet

Specialty Stitches
V stitch
dc, ch 1, dc in indicated space / chain

Pattern
ch 46
Row 1: dc in 4th ch from hook *skip 2 ch, V stitch* across

Row 2 - 17: Ch 3 * in ch 1 space of V stitch, V stitch* across, dc in top of turning chain

Shoulder
Row 18: Ch 3 *V stitch in 4 V stitches

Row 19: sl st in ch 1 space of V stitch, ch 4, dc in ch 1 space; V stitch across

Row 20: rep row 18

Row 21 - 22: rep row 19 - 20, end off

Repeat rows 18 - 22 for second shouler

Finishing
With contrasting color, join in a corner with a sl st, ch 1, sc, sc in each stitch to the corner.  

To create the tie, ch 50, sl st in 2nd ch from hook and each ch.  Sc in corner, sc in end of each 
row.  

Create a 2nd tie in the same manner as the first.



Sc in each end of row and stitch, join with sl st to beginning sc.
